Approval of Meeting Minutes from October 14 Meeting (Motion: Gina; 2nd: Jaydon)

Reports / Requests
· Treasurer
· Provided budget: everything updated as of today (11/18); did well at Fun Run and was under budget

· Literacy Night: funds go to school, but need to be careful of the fee charged by the Stripe company

· Choir: will be charging again for 2nd semester
· Principal
· Parental concerns about student swinging lunch box around

· Man came out of bushes and started looking in cars along the driveway; police officers are on campus for flag football and helped out

· How much should the campus be available to the public (need to consider the wear and tear on the facilities and trash left behind); trying to find balance between making campus available and protecting campus

· Despite article in paper, Pomaika’i is doing well and providing services for all students to succeed
· PCNC
· Robotics: needs $600 to purchase equipment/maintenance; also plans to qualify for states each year (did this year);

· Entire budget is $1800, but asking PTSA to fund 1/3; budget is based on two teams competing and one team qualifying for states
· Wishing Tree at WinterFest: Hisa started collecting grade-level information; Jaydon will get specific requests from Teachers

· Approval of the $600 request for Robotics (Motion:Andrea; 2nd: Jaydon)  $450 from Media League, the rest from PCNC

· Square Card Reader: got referral from Boys Scouts, so first $100 charged free; can be used at WinterFest

· PTSA now registered on smile.amazon.com (.5% of sale contributed to Pomaikai PTSA)
· Teacher Reps
· Literacy Night went well; dinner was early, most people came around 5pm

· Technology/Media: making videos for reflection; ipads are easier for students to work with and edit videos on; haven’t spent money yet
· Reflections: Hisa and Gina will receive all entries and then narrow it down (due Friday 11/20); some classes are participating and some individuals; in the past, PTSA paid for matting for those chosen and for travel for child; if parents can pay $7 for matting and if not, then PCNC can pay; Gina and Hisa will talk to Maile
· Student Reps
· Students felt that Fun Run was too short, including Zumba, and they didn’t like the obstacle course; they liked the obstacle course last year better
IV. Old Business
· Winterfest: distributed tentative map; 10 food stations; 24+ crafters (made $1680 in vendor fees alone); looking for a few more student/class performances; cafeteria will be cookie decorating with Linda; food near office; performances on stage; middle lane (including outside of gates is vendors); in B-building Cub Scouts will be doing games and water near station 10; Girl Scouts may be able to help with games; Robotics in B-building too; D-building is Elves’ Workshop: 4th grade entrepreneurs; 1st grade doing sock snowmen; E-building: Photos with Santa; Photobooth; Book Fair in Library; Kids going to need a stamp card to get reward when they have all stamps;
· Gina will speak to grade 2 about clearing the atrium area; can leave tree, but maybe decorate it

· How can we increase teacher involvement/participation?

· Proposal to require grade-level participation in WinterFest in order to receive funds from PTSA (help with setup; do a class performance; etc)
· Need 4-5 Key Club volunteers each day from 2:30-4:30 during week building up to WinterFest on Dec 5

· Need students to do trash, activities, and sleigh safety 30 volunteers on Saturday 

· Cherisse will contact other clubs at Maui High School (Japanese, Interact, PAAC, NHS, etc) to get more volunteers
